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Studying The Environment- Indoors

Thanks to a grant from The Attleboro Foundation in 2012 the museum has purchased
and installed a state of the art environment monitoring system. To properly stor¢ and
display documents, photos and artifacts in a museum environment it is necessafy to
know the heat, humidity, and light conditions that they will experience. The museum

is using 8 humidity and temperature sensors and 8 light intensity sensors to monitor
various areas of the museum. These sensors send readings over a wireless system to a
dedicated computer that stores, manipulates and prints out this data. The musetim

will gather this data for an entire year. The data will then be used to direct effortg to
adjust the conditions in areas of the museum so that harmful environmental factprs

can be reduced or eliminated.
